In 1994, Barbara met the love of her life, John Barnes, and
the two were inseparable until her death.

Barbara was a fun-loving person who loved to cook and was known
for her homemade potato salad, fried chicken, and collard greens.
She also loved spending time with family and friends, especially
during birthday and holiday celebrations. She enjoyed watching
episodes of daytime soap operas on her days off from work.
