P. Meek of Miami; nephews Congressman Kendrick B. Meek, Samuel Pittman,
Charles Bellamy; nieces Lucia and Sheila Davis, Betty Jean Pittman, Katrina
Presley and other relatives.

"He was extremely proud of two things — the military, and his blackness,"



Carrie Meek told The St. Petersburg Times. "He was very proud of the fact
that he knew all of the history of black America."
