Prior to exiting the District of Columbia public schools
at the age of 22, Mr. Twitty matriculated at several schools inclusive of Birney
Elementary, Congress Heights and Fletcher Johnson Junior High School. In
1988, Mr. Twitty began receiving habilitation services from St. John’s
Community Services, Life Options program, and in September 1989 he began
receiving residential services from St. John’s Community Services.

Robert Twitty
enjoyed assembling puzzles, spending time with support staff, and engaging
in community outings.
